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When installed with the snib slid down as far as possible (Fig. 1) the lock bolt and teeth will be
retracted inside the bady (Fig. 2). If the door is slid closed whilst the lock bolt is in the
aut/locked pasition (Fig. 3) you risk breakages to both the lock and the strike plate.

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Once you have drawn your slider to its closed position in the frame, simply slide the
snib up and the lock bolt and teeth will engage in the receiving strike. When using your
key this will lock the snib in place. Please note the key cylinder does not drive the lock
bolt itself but locks the snib in place acting similar to a dead bolt function. THE LATCH
SHOULD NEVER BE LEFT OUT WHEN PULLING YOUR SLIDER INTO THE CLOSING POSITION.
DOING SO RISKS DAMAGE TO THE STRIKE PLATE AND THE LOCK.
